
Tracking has historically served 
as a means of denying certain 
students– almost always 
students of color and children 
from non-college educated 
families– access to a rigorous 
curriculum and ultimately, the 
opportunity to go to college.  
Those who uphold tracking as a 
necessary measure for meeting 
the needs of students need only 
examine how those who have 
been placed on the track to 
nowhere have fared.
